The Conceptual Alternatives/Traffic Analysis Evaluation Meeting purpose was to gather comments and questionnaire results from the
Interchange Advisory Committee and Section 106 Review Consulting Parties on the effects of the traffic analysis on conceptual alternatives
designs. The Alternative designs have considered traffic volumes forecast for the design year 2035 and the operational effects of this traffic on

the conceptual design Alternatives. Operational effects are categorized by level of service designations to aid in understanding the success of
these designs in meeting the Purpose and Need established for the Interchange Modification Project.

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2. Alternate 1 only: As proposed, Alternate 1 is the only build concept that maintains the existing southbound ramp via Park Avenue. In this
design, the Park Avenue/3™ Street Intersection is modified and 3" Street is changed to one-way in the eastbound direction between Park
Avenue and Providence Way.

Changing traffic on 3" Street to a one-way eastbound direction maintains reasonable accessibility to the Providence Way neighborhood.

Comments:
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It probably should be fine. There are very few pedestrians except in special events that are focused on the floodwall side
anyway.

Could use walks on both sides but walking north of the flood wall or on the floodwall is more pleasant because you can
see the river. Right now it is very dangerous to cross Route 8 at Park either with the light or against the light. The cars do
not want to stop or slow down for anything. They don't stop for "Right on Red" and green means "GO!"

Yes — The pedestrian access now is poor considering the high level and fast travel of KY 8 traffic and the growing foot
travel from Newport on the Levee to venues along KY 8.
No opinion.

6. Do you have comments on the relocation of Riviera Ave east or west of its present alignment?

Comments: - Prefer west as much as possible

If it must be relocated, | would suggest taking the lowest cost/least impact option.
| think Riviera can be made a better road right where it is without infringing on anyone. Make it three lanes from the new
exit — going north = 2 north and 1 south; going south = 2 south and 1 north.

East would be preferred — seems to be more feasible — there is a comparable low rent grocery to offset impact to Sav-a-
Lot in Bellevue which has improved and expanded.

It appears to make more sense to move it east and not go over the Creek. It seems likely that the shopping plaza will be
redeveloped in time, particularly if there is new freeway access.
